MUS 1100. Sound Health: Music and Relaxation. (3 Hours)

Offers students an opportunity to gain a heightened awareness of the power of music to effect physical and emotional change and to examine the
effects of music on the body, mind, and spirit. Explores awareness of sound and the physiological changes caused by music. Covers sound pollution,
the effects of vibrations on the body, guided imagery, and music and meditation.
