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Philosophy - CPS Specialty (PHLS)
PHLS 1101. Introduction to Philosophy. (4 Hours)
Introduces students to philosophy by acquainting them with the theories and arguments of classical and contemporary philosophers and by teaching
skills of constructing and analyzing arguments. Emphasizes philosophical inquiry. Topics include the basis of morality, free will vs. determinism, the
existence of God, the problem of suffering, and the nature of knowledge.

PHLS 1145. Technology and Human Values. (4 Hours)
Examines the changing values of the modern, technologically advanced world. Attempts to increase our understanding of the supposed breach
between the literary and scientific cultures, the diverse approaches towards their reconciliation, and the human dimensions of science and technology.
Topics include the neutrality of technology with respect to good or evil uses, technology as an instrument for human liberation, and the issue of proper
and effective modes of controlling technology in today’s world.
