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Linguistics and English, BA (Boston)

Overview

In the combined major in linguistics and English, students study the structures and analysis of human languages across multiple levels (sounds,
words, phrases and sentences, meaning) and apply this knowledge to understanding how the English language works, its rhetorical forms, how it has
changed over time, and its cultural context. Students hone their writing skills, develop substantial language-analysis skills, and apply them particularly
to English.
